Rules and Regulations

(Each Driver and pit member has an obligation to read and follow these rules)

In case of rain, the Demolition Derby will still be held and there will be no refunds.

No refunds will be made if the car does not pass inspection.

There is a $25.00 entry fee for each car to enter the Demolition Derby until August 27, 2009. After August 27, the entry fee will be $35.00. (This does not include the fee to enter the Russell County Fair Grounds as the fair is in full operation the night of the derby.)
This entry fee covers the drivers and two crew members.

Any other person over the age of 16 who wishes to enter into the pit area will be required to pay $5.00. (NO EXCEPTIONS)

Arm bands will be issued to everyone who is in the pit area -- if you do not have an arm band you will be asked to leave the pit area.
Derby Officials reserve the right to approve or reject any car.

Derby Officials reserve the right to make all calls during the Demolition Derby and drivers and pit members will abide by the Derby Officials call!

Absolutely no Alcoholic beverages are allowed into the Russell County Fairgrounds. Anyone that is entered into the Demolition Derby caught violating this rule will be disqualified and escorted from the Fairgrounds.

Unsportsmanlike conduct will not be tolerated and will be grounds for immediate disqualification and barring from future derbies at the Russell County Fairgrounds.

Members of the Demolition Derby Committee are not permitted to participate.

The Demolition Derby Committee nor the Russell County Fair Association will not be responsible for any cars, parts, or personal property before, during or after the Demolition Derby or overnight.

All drivers must be registered and have a car inspection by 5:30 PM. Later registration will not be accepted.

Each car will be inspected by the Derby Officials before the start of the Derby. It is each Driver’s Responsibility to make sure that their car has been inspected.

Each driver is expected to attend the Drivers Meeting to be held at 5:30 PM and at that time the heats will be announced.

If at any time it is deemed by the Derby Officials that certain drivers/cars are avoiding hitting other cars, this will call for automatic disqualification of the car or cars. This will be monitored by Officials around the Track and the Officials call will be upheld!

The pit area will be open at 1:00 p.m. on the day of the Derby.

Towing and Transporting Cars to and from the derby must meet highway safety codes.

Only American made, hardtop automobiles or station wagons are allowed. No trucks, convertibles, jeeps, hearses, limousines, or Chrysler Imperials are allowed.

No engine, transmission, gear or wheel modifications.

All glass, side windows, rear windows, headlights, and tail lights must be removed before arriving at the fairgrounds. (Rolling windows down is not permitted.)

Autos must be clean. No tires, wheels, metal parts, broken glass, ect. allowed in the car.

All upholstery except the driver's seat must be removed. All unnecessary decks, handles, knobs, or sharp objects must be removed from the car. Chrome molding strips and all fiberglass or plastic front header panels must be removed.

Any sharp fins, ect. must be mashed down or cut off.

No objects are to be mounted to the top of cars (example: flags, stuffed animals).

No special bumpers, reinforcements or trailer hitches permitted. Fenders and bumper ends may be trimmed to allow for wheel clearance. All cars must have bumpers chained to frame. Doors must be welded solid, or bolted. No engine mounts recommended.

Radiators must remain in original position. Comparable replacement radiators are permitted.

Roll bars must be in the driver’s side, no brace outside the driver’s compartment.

Transmission coolers are permitted, but only if they are secured inside the engine compartment.

Only one battery (any size) allowed. Battery must be securely fastened and covered. If battery is removed from original position, it must be securely fastened to the floorboard and covered.

Hood, trunk, or tailgate must be pinned down. Hoods must remain on cars.

Stock gas tanks must be mounted in front of the rear axle, secured by metal straps and covered by fire-proof shield, No reserve tank allowed. All caps, fittings, and lines must be leak proof.

It is recommended that the driver’s door be reinforced inside with pipe. The length of pipe is not to extend more than eight (8) inches on either side of the driver’s door.

It is mandatory that an opening be cut in the hood over the carburetor, approximately eight (8) inches square in diameter. It is also recommended that a eight (8) inch hole be cut in the middle trunk lid for visibility. Both hood and trunk must be securely fastened and have no other cutouts.

Tires must be straight tread only (no studs, snow treads, double tires, or liquids in tires are permitted).

All cars must have approved seat belts secured to the frame or body.

Both front doors must remain on car for safety and numbering. Special numbers are permitted. If any cars arrive and have a duplicate number that is already registered then the car registered first will be allowed to keep original number so please have spray paint or something else on hand to possibly change your car number. Car numbers must be placed on the top of the car and on both sides of the car. This makes it easier for the officials to see. No profanity is allowed on the cars.

A strong wire or nylon mesh screen is mandatory on the driver’s windshield. No exceptions!

Safety belts, and approved helmet, goggles, safety glasses, or face shields are required to be worn during the derby.

No deliberate head on hits. No deliberate hitting the drivers side door.

Vehicles must have brakes at the time of inspection.

No cars are allowed in the ring area until their heat is called.

A time of One (1) minute is enforced by the track officials for the re-start and making competitive contact with another car. Hits must be aggressive. Simple contact within the time limit does not constitute combat and will be considered Sandbagging.

All cars must be removed from the derby area following the show and must be removed from the Russell County Fairgrounds prior to noon on the day following the derby or they become property of the fairgrounds.

A fire extinguisher is required at close reach in the driver’s compartment.

No one is permitted to ride outside of the derby car at any time.

A 50.00 (fifty dollar) protest fee is required to contest another car!

A Demolition Derby will be composed of individual heats and one consolation Heat.

No heat monies are paid.

There will also be a Best Of Show plaque awarded (this is where any car is allowed into the pit area with award going to the car/driver with the most applause from the Derby Audience).
